The 12" x 18" magnetic posters include a photo of the child at the time they were reported missing, biographical
information, and numbers to contact if they are seen. Many posters also include age-progressed photos to help people
recognize the child as they may look today. If the child is found, a “FOUND” sticker will be sent to you to place over the
poster. This lets the community know that Project Home Again works. New posters will also be sent to replace the
FOUND child poster.
